TEeLEPHONE FEATURES

TONEDIALING
The Medallion 3200 is capable of only DTMF dialing. This phone is not compatible with
pulse dialing.

RECEIVING APHONE CALL
1. When the phone rings, lift the handset or press the SPEAKER-
PHONE button to begin your conversation.

2. Tochange the Ringer Volume, refer to the “Factory Presets” section.

PLACING A PHONE CALL
1. Liftthe handset or press the SPEAKERPHONE button and wait for a dial tone.

2. Dialthe telephone number you wish to call. The number will appear on the display
window.

PREDIAL
1. While the handsetis on hook, enter the desired telephone number using the key
pad. The number will appear in the display. To delete a digit or the entire number,

press the REVIEW DOWN ('¥) button.

2. Todial the displayed number, lift the handset, press the SPEAKERPHONE button or
press the DIAL button.

SPEAKERPHONE BUTT ON (AC Adaptor must be used to ensure proper function)

1. Receiving Incoming Calls

a. When the phone rings, press and release the
SPEAKERPHONE button and talk normally into the built-in microphone from a
distance of 5-6 inches.

b.  You can adjust the volume of the caller’s voice by by pressing the Volume Bar
on the base of the telephone.

A built-in counter will start counting 6 seconds after you lift the handset or 6 seconds
after you dial a telephone number.

MUTEBUTTON

Press MUTE to speak without the person on the phone hearing your conversation. The
MUTE Indicator will light up and remain lighted until you resume your conversation. Also,
“MIC MUTED” will show in the display. To resume the conversation, press MUTE. The
MUTE indicator will go out and your call can continue.

AUTOMATIC MEMORY

To Store ANumber In Memory:

1. Press the SAVE button, [SAVE TO?] appears on the display
window.

2. Pressthe desired memory location. (M1-M10)

To Dial A Phone Number In Memory

3. Todial the number, lift the handset, press the SPEAKERPHONE button or press the
DIAL button.

VOLUME BUTTON
A built-in amplifier feature allows you to increase the listening volume in the receiver of
the handset when speaking with your party. When needed, press the VOLUME button



to achieve different levels. The volume remains the same between calls. It does not
return to a nominal level.

REDIALBUTTON
1. Toredial one of the last 10 numbers dialed, pressthe REDIAL button. Thedis-
play will show the last number dialed. To scroll through the last 10 numbers,

press the REVIEW UP ( A) button or REVIEW DOWN ( W) button.

2. After the desired number is selected, dial the number by pressing REDIAL
again, lifting the handset, pressing the SPEAKERPHONE button or pressing the
DIAL button.

3. Thelastnumber called (32 digits maximum) will automatically be redialed.

PAUSE BUTTON

The PAUSE button allows you to insert a 3.6-second pause in the dialing sequence. This
is particularly useful if you are connected to a PABX system where you must dial an
access code (usually the number 9) to obtain an outside line.

FLASHBUTTON

This telephone provides a line break signal for accessing PABX service or for conve-
nient use of Call Waiting from your local telephone company.

HEADSET COMPATIBLE
This telephone will accept a 2.5 mm cell phone-style headset.

DATAPORT
This is a connection which is in parallel with the telephone line. It allows the connection
of a device such as amodem, caller ID, or an answering machine.

CONTRAST
Contrast can be altered whether on hook or off hook by pressing the CONTRAST
button. There are 5 contrast levels.

RELEASE BUTTON
To end a conversation, press the RELEASE button once.

VOICEMAIL BUTTON
Press the VOICEMAIL button to dial the voicemail access number and pin. See Unit
Setup section for details.

DIRECTORY BUTTON
The directory button is used to store the name and number of up to 99 of your most
frequently dialed contacts. The names are sorted alphabetically.

CALL WAITING DISPLAY

In the past, if you had call-waiting service, a tone alerted you there was a new call
coming while you were on an existing call. Now our Call Waiting Caller ID not only tells
you there is another call waiting, but lets you know who the caller is before you answer
it. The call waiting information will be shown on the unit’s display.

The CALL WAITING (CW) symbol will flash for 16 seconds along with the telephone
number and name of the person who is on call waiting. Press the FLASH button to put
the existing call on hold and answer the new call.

Whether or not you answer the call, the Call Waiting Caller ID will store the call informa-
tion for future reference.

Note: Make sure you have sub-
scribed to both Call Waiting Caller
ID and Caller ID service from your
local telephone company. If you only
have Caller ID service, the unit works
for Caller ID only.



CaLLER ID FEATURES

This unit stores up to 99 CID entries.

MESSAGE LIGHT

If you have a voice mailbox service with your telephone company, another indicator
marked MESSAGE will flash to alert you to dial your telephone company to check your
new messages.

The MESSAGE indicator also monitors the unit's situation. When the phone is in use, the
MESSAGE indicator will be on continuously. If the indicator is flashing quickly, it means
the phone is ringing.

MESSAGE WAITING
This unit's MESSAGE WAITING DETECTION is for both FSK and Stutter Tone Systems.

IFYOUR SERVICE ISFSK:

If you have a voice mailbox service from the phone company, the MESSAGE
indicator will flash and [MESSAGE WAITING] will appear on the display for 20
seconds when a message waiting signal (on) from the Central Office is received.

IFYOU ARE IN AN AREAWHERE AN FSK SIGNAL IS NOT AVAILABLE:

1. Thisunitwill check your line for a stutter dial tone every time you hang up or each
time a call goes unanswered. The MESSAGE indicator will flash when there is a
message waiting.

2. You may experience some delay in seeing the MESSAGE indicator light up even
though there are messages in your rnail box. This delay is due to regulatory
matters and does not indicate a problem with the unit.

This unit may not be activated or deactivated under certain conditions. For example,
when you retrieve your message from an outside phone (not your own telephone
number), the MESSAGE indicator may not be canceled when you return home. If you
experience this situation, pick up the receiver and hang up. The MESSAGE indicator will
cancel.
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RECEIVING CALLS

When the telephone is not in use and a new call is received, the display will
show the NEW symbol, the phone number, the caller’s name, and time and date
of the call for 20 seconds. The REPEAT (repeat) symbol will appear if the call
has come in more than once.

After 20 seconds with no activity, the display will default to the Stand-By screen
and remain on until another call is received or a button is pressed. This will show
you the total number of calls stored and how many new calls have not been
reviewed.

REVIEWING CALLS

DELETING CALLS

To delete an individual call: When reviewing calls, you can delete an individual call
by pressing the DELETE button once. The display will show “DELETE? 1.YES
2:NO” Pressl to confirm the deletion. The rest of the records will be renumbered.

To delete all calls: When reviewing calls, you can delete all calls by pressing and
holding DELETE for more than 3 seconds. Then [DELETE ALL 1:YES 2:NOJ’
will appear. Press 1 to confirm the deletion to erase all records.

CALLBACK
When reviewing received calls, there are two ways to dial the telephone numbers
shown on the display by pressing DIAL.

This unit stores the numbers of up to 99 of your business associates, clients, contacts,
and friendsinyourdirectory. You can dial these numbers by selectingthem. Namesare
sorted alphabetically starting with the first character. (If youwantyour Directory sorted
by the last name, enter the last name first.)

To Store A New Number And Name Into The Directory

Press SAVE to store anumberinthe Directory. After pressing SAVE, the display will show
“Save To?". Pressthe DIRECTORY button. “Enter Number>"will appear inthe display.

If you have any problems with your telephone service , determine if the problem
is with your unit or the telephone company lines BEFORE CALLING THE TELEPHONE

TROUBLESHOOTING

PHONE DOESNOT RING

1. Linecordis disconnected at telephone outlet or at telephone.

2. Phoneis OFF HOOK. Make certain the hookswitch is depressed when the handset
isin the cradle.

3. SPEAKERPHONE indicator is on. Turn off speakerphone.

NODIAL TONE
Wire is disconnected at telephone or at wall jack. Test the telephone in a different wall
jack. If it works, the first jack may be defective.

REDIAL BUTTON DOES NOT FUNCTION
The telephone may have been momentarily disconnected from the telephone jack.

BLANK SCREEN

1. Checkif the adapter is connected properly.
2. Pressthe Contrast button to see if contrast level is set correctly.

CALLERS ARENOT DISPLAYED ON THE SCREEN
